


» The Three parables Jesus gives here are given as His explanation
to allegations against Him by the pharisees and the scribes

» Remember that tax collectors and other individuals with
questionable reputations often ended up in Jesus' audience

» The pharisees and scribes’ complaint was that Jesus disgraced
His religious influence by keeping company with sinners

» It didn't dawn on them that He “Mingled With A Mission!” He did
it purposefully to do them good, to bring them to repentance

If your associates are people with questionable habits, make sure
main reasons for continued fellowship is to change

OBSERVATIONS




» The parable of the lost sheep is the easiest to understand

» The parable about the prodigal, or wasteful, son has been the
subject of numerous sermons, but what about the lost coin?

» Jesus chose to use silver, which is of intrinsic value, not like a base
metal such as iron or lead, buft silver
